PROPOSED Meeting Minutes

The Vienna Eagles Athletic Booster Club meeting was held on Wednesday, April 1, 2009, in the Maries R-1 Cafeteria.  The meeting was presided by Lisa Jones, interim President and Susan Brunnert, Treasurer.  A total of 6 additional members were in attendance to include Carol Falter, Tracy Shiver, Wilma Rowden, Amy Harker and coaching staff Mick Byrd and Jeff Jennewein.  

Lisa Jones officially opened the meeting by thanking members for their attendance.

SECRETARY’S REPORT

Copies of the minutes from the March meeting were made available to members for review.  Amy Harker moved to accept the minutes as written, seconded by Carol Falter.  Motion passed.

TREASURER’S REPORT

Susan Brunnert distributed copies of the current fiscal year’s account activity report.  The Club has a total of $9,034.57 in their combined accounts, with $3,464.00 in the checking account and $5,570.57 in the MMDA.  Deposits of $18.20 were made during the month, and checks totaling $2,432.48 were processed.   There are approximately $3,200 in unpaid commitments remaining (softball uniforms, banners, player’s club board and basketball goal contribution in the little gym).  The report was approved as submitted by the Club.  

MEMBERSHIP DRIVE UPDATE
Susan Brunnert advised that at this time we have received 34 business memberships and 53 individual and/or family memberships.  

DISCOUNT CARDS

Susan Brunnert reported that to date, the discount card fundraiser has netted a profit of $1290.44.  There are approximately 20 athletes with cards still unaccounted for.  As most of these individuals were track athletes or junior high students, Coach Martin and Coach Thornton were asked to retrieve them for the Club.  Coach Thornton has turned hers in.

ACTION ITEM:  Coach Jennewein will remind Coach Martin to complete his assignment.

STEAK NIGHT

The VEABC had booked this annual fundraiser for March 7, 2009 at the Eagles Club, however, because there was some potential for conflict with district play offs, the event was cancelled.  There was further discussion about the need to reschedule this event.

It was agreed that due to the large number of steak nights recently held at the Eagles, the VEABC would hold off on this event until the fall.

ACTION ITEM:  Amy Harker will determine what dates are available and bring that information to the next meeting for further discussion.

CLAWS ON THE ROAD

Lisa Jones advised that this project is still pending completion, and is dependent upon good weather.  All materials have been purchased and are available, and we are just waiting for good weather.


ACTION ITEM:  Continue to track this item until good weather arrives.

SOFTBALL UNIFORMS

Coach Mick Byrd advised that the new girls’ softball uniforms have been ordered and should be arriving soon.

TRACK UNIFORMS

Susan Brunnert reported the track uniforms have been received and paid for.

PLAYER’S CLUB BOARD

The player’s club board has been ordered and should be received within the next few weeks.  Upon arrival, the names will be placed on the board and it will be appropriately hung within the school.

BASEBALL BATS

The new baseball bats have been received and paid for.

ELEMENTARY GYM BASKETBALL GOALS

Lisa Jones reminded those present that the fund raiser to earn money for new basketball goals for the little gym would be held this coming Saturday evening.  Everyone who could attend was encouraged to do so.

GVC BANNERS
The athletic department from Maries R-1 had submitted a joint request to the Club requesting $179.00 to obtain updates to the GVC banners in the gymnasium last month.  However, to date, no order has been received.

ACTION ITEM:  Coach Martin and Coach Jennewein will finalize the order and submit it to the VEABC for processing.  

ELECTION OF OFFICERS

There are still no candidates to run for the offices of President or Secretary, which ended last May, or the Vice-President or Treasurer’s positions, which will end in May 2009.  As a result, a nominating committee of Robin Kleffner, Amy Harker, Tracy Shiver and Carol Falter was formed to identify those individuals who may be interested in serving as an officer.  

ACTION ITEM:  This committee will provide an update at the next VEABC meeting.

WALMART GRANTS
